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“For through the grace given to me |
say to every man among you not to think
mor e highly of himself than he ought to
think; but to think so as to have sound
judgment, as God has allotted to each a
measure of faith.” (Romans 12:3)

“For if anyone thinks he is something
when he is nothing, he deceives him-
sdf.” (Galatians 6:3)

“Every man's way is right in his own
eyes, But the Lord weighs the hearts.”
(Proverb 21:2)

How one ought to feel about himself
has become asignificant issuefor Chris-
tians. This topic did not receive much
debatein previousgenerationssincemost
Christians agreed that we are prone to
pride and ought to have more humility.
They recognized that the universal hu-
man tendency was to esteem oneself
highly and ook down at others. The ever
present, Biblical admonitions to humble
onesdlf were seen has a necessary miti-
gating influence to restrain the tendency
to self-exaltation that is at the heart of
the sin nature.

For example, consider the following
passage: “ Do nothing from selfishness or
empty conceit, but with humility of mind
let each of you regard one ancther as
more important than himself; do not
merely look out for your own persona
interests, but also for the interests of oth-
ers’ (Philippians 2:3,4). This implies
that we already look out for ourselves
and regard ourselves as more important
than others. Secular jargon shows this
understanding. When someoneis said to
be “looking out for old number one,” itis
understood to be a reference to putting
self first.

Most of the verses in the Bible that
teach ushow to regard ourselvesdo soin
the context of our relationship with God
and others. “Self talk, self concept, and

self-esteem” etc. are not mgjor Biblical
themes.

Romans 12:3 is a verse that specifi-
caly tells us how we ought to think
about ourselves. Perhaps the reason for
thelack of teaching on this subject isthat
we ought not to be spending much time
thinking about self, since doing so is not
a very worthwhile endeavor. If we do
contemplate “self,” Romans 12:3 tells
us not to think too highly of ourselves.
Evidently thisisthe common tendency. If
low self-esteem is a basic human prob-
lem, the inspired writers of Scripture
were not aware of it.

L ow Self-essteem Commended

Contrary to modern thinking, Scrip-
ture commends peoplewith alow estima-
tion of themselves. Consider the follow-
ing passages.

“ S0 you too, when you do all the

things which are commanded you,

say,’ We are unworthy slaves; we
have done only that which we ought

to have done. " (Luke 17:10)

“But the centurion answered and
said, "Lord, | am not worthy for You
to come under my roof, but just say
the word, and my servant will be
healed.” (Matthew 8:8) [this man
was commended by Jesus - “. . . |
have not found such great faith with
anyonein Israel.” (Matthew 8:10)]

“ And the son said to him, “Father, |
have sinned against heaven and in
your sight; | am no longer worthy to
be called your son.” (Luke 15:21)
[in thisthe prodiga was reconciled to
his father]

“And He also told this parable to
certain ones who trusted in them-
selves that they were righteous, and
viewed others with contempt: "Two
men went up into the temple to pray,
one a Pharisee, and the other a tax-
-gatherer. The Pharisee stood and
was praying thus to himself, "God, |
thank Thee that | am not like other

people: swindlers, unjust, adulterers,
or even like this tax-gatherer. | fast
twice a week; | pay tithes of all that |
get.' But the tax-gatherer, standing
some distance away, was even un-
willing to lift up his eyes to heaven,
but was beating his breast, saying,
“God, be merciful to me, the sinner!"
| tell you, this man went down to his
housejustified rather than the other;
for everyone who exalts himself shall
be humbled, but he who humbles
himself shall be exalted.” (Luke
18:9-14)

In every one of these cases, Scripture
commends people who evidenced a low
opinion of themselves. Thisisbut asmall
sampling of the many passagesin which
those who think highly of themselvesare
censured and those who think lowly of
themselves commended.

Thistheme is just as prevalent in the
Old Testament. Consider Samuel's re-
buke of Saul, “And Samuel said, ‘Is it
not true, though you were little in your
own eyes, you were made the head of the
tribes of Israel? And the Lord anointed
you king over Israd™ (1Samud 15:17)
In verse 12 of this chapter it is said that
Saul “. . .set up amonument for himself.
.." AsSamuel delivered the message that
Saul was now being rejected asking over
Israel, Saul had a last roya request, “I
have sinned; but please honor me now
beforethe eders of my peopleand before
Israel. . .” (1Samuel 15:30). Saul went
from being littlein his own eyesto being
great in hisown eyes and suffered severe
consequences. Itishard to reconcile this
Biblical picturewiththemodernteaching
that we ought to build up our self-image.
Do weredlly think it will work better for
usthan it did for Saul?

The Old Testament isfilled with such
examples. Nebuchadnezzar, Pharaoh,
Haman, countless pagan kings and nu-
merous evil Hebrew kings followed the
path of self exatation to destruction,
being inspired by Satan who first en-
gagedinthissin. Consider | saiah 14:12-
15:

How you have fallen from heaven, O

star of the morning, son of the dawn!

You have been cut down to the earth,

You who have weakened the nations!

But you said in your heart, “| will

ascend to heaven; | will raise my



throne above the stars of God, And |
will sit on the mount of assembly In
the recesses of the north. | will as-
cend above the heights of the clouds;
I will make myself like the Most
High.” Nevertheless you will be
thrust down to Sheol, To the recesses
of the pit.
Some consider this an account of the fall
of Lucifer, others merely adescription of
theking of Babylon (I saiah 14:4). Either
way, it clearly showsthat self-exaltation
isan evil attitude. It is antithetical to the
attitude of Jesusthat we areinstructed to
emulate (Philippians 2:5-8). Thosewho
teach that humans by nature think too
lowly of themselves and need therapy to
learn to think more highly of themselves
must consider the Bible to be completely
in error on this matter. Its testimony is
universally consigtent and is found from
Genesisto Revelation.

Genesis and the Self

In Genesis the Serpent tempted the
first humans to find out what the inde-
pendent self, seeking to exalt itself to
godhood was all about. The first three
chapters of Genesis are very instructive
about this matter. Before the Fall, Adam
and Eve had individual identity, but a
lack of a negative, distorted self-con-
sciousness that was shown by the fact
that they were naked and not ashamed
(Genesis 2:25). Contrary to the Hindu,
pantheistic view in which the existence
of the individual self is a temporary
illusionto beultimately absorbed intothe
whole in which no individual identity
exists, God created Adam and Eve as
vaid individuals with distinct identities.
Some types of polytheism offer the false
hopethat humans can ascend to godhood.
Here then the self is seen to exist as a
digtinct identity, but this inflated self is
on a misson to become autonomous
deity. Thisis areflection of the attitude
expressedinl saiah 14:12-15. TheBibli-
cal self was created to exist in adepend-
ent relationship with God and mutualy
supportive relationship with others. Self
is neither ascending to deification nor
being absorbed into the * cosmic mind of
the universe’ to lose its identity.

The relationship that Adam had with
God, Eve and therest of the creation was
in perfect and blessed order. Humans be-

fore the Fall were given responsibility,
creativity, and close relationship with
one another.

Then the Lord God said, “ It is not

good for the man to be alone; | will

make hima helper suitable for him.”

And out of the ground the Lord God

formed every beast of the field and

every bird of the sky, and brought
themto the man to see what he would
call them; and whatever the man
called a living creature, that was its
name. And the Lord God fashioned
into a woman the rib which He had
taken from the man, and brought her
to the man. And the man said, “ This
is now bone of my bones, And flesh of
my flesh; Sheshall be called Woman,

Because she was taken out of Man.”

For this cause a man shall leave his

father and his mother, and shall

cleave to his wife; and they shall
become one flesh. And the man and
his wife were both naked and were

not ashamed. (Genesis 2:18,19; 22-

25)

This blessed situation was soon to be
destroyed by sin. They wereto chooseto
follow the Serpent's temptation to self-
exaltation and thereby achieve not god-
hood as they hoped, but the birth of the
autonomous, self-conscious, guilty,
cursed, fearful, needy self.

An examination of the immediate
effects of their rebellion will help us see
some of these changes. The serpent's
temptation involved a refutation of the
Word of God and an implication that the
results of sin would somehow be good.
“And the serpent said to the woman,
"You surely shal not die! For God
knows that in the day you eat from it
your eyeswill be opened, and you will be
like God, knowing good and evil” (Gen-
esis3:4,5). Evewastempted toleave her
rightful, blessed place described in Gen-
esis1 & 2 to “ascend” to a forbidden,
“godlike”’ place of autonomous “know-
ing.” When she and her husband trans-
gressed the one law that had been given
them, they did not obtain a better life
with their new knowledge, but crossed
the line into immediate spiritual death
(separation from God) and future physi-
cal death and eternal judgment. What we
are concerned with here isthe effect this
had on the “self.” Thisis where the self
asitisunderstood in therest of Scripture

had its beginning.

Shame and Self-consciousness

“When the woman saw that the tree
was good for food, and that it was a
delight to the eyes, and that the tree was
desirable to make one wise, she took
from its fruit and ate; and she gave aso
to her husband with her, and heate. Then
the eyes of both of them were opened,
and they knew that they were naked; and
they sewed fig leaves together and made
themselves loin coverings’ (Genesis
3:6,7). Thefirst result recorded hereisa
different type of self-consciousness than
existed before the Fal. In Genesis 2
Adam was cognizant of his own exis-
tence, as shown by his use of the per-
sonal pronoun “my” (Genesis 2:23).
However, he was speaking of his
relationship with Eve. Sdf found its
place in relationship with God, Eve, and
the rest of the creation. Self was not
needy or demanding attention and fulfill-
ment. There was no shame becausethere
was no sin.

Now, with eyes newly opened, “self”
became the focus. The nakedness that
was previoudly there but unnoticed be-
came an source of shame, needing cover-
ing. Clearly there was an immediate,
negative effect on sdlf-understanding.
Perhaps maodern teachers could see this
as evidence of “low self-esteem.” They
need to remember that the cause of this
condition was atemptation to ascend, to
be like God. No amount of positive self-
talk could convince these naked humans
that they need not be ashamed of their
nakedness. Once the lid is off and the
contents are spilled out of this can, they
can not be put back as if nothing had
happened.

God did not tell them that their prob-
lem was low self-esteem, he covered
them. “ And the Lord God made garments
of skin for Adam and his wife, and
clothed them” (Genesis 3:21). Asfalen
sinners, thereis no legitimate way to feel
good about the way things are, it istoo
late for that.

When | was aBible college student in
the early 1970's a fellow student shared
his testimony. As a teen-ager he had
rebelled against God and his parents and
run to California. There he took drugs
and eventually was living in the woods



with other young people, running naked.
He said that they justified what they
were doing by stating that this was how
it was supposed to be, since Adam and
Evewerenaked. Later, asaChristian, he
said that being a nudist redly never
worked. No matter how hard they tried,
unlike Adam and Eve before the Fall,
they il knew they were naked. No “en-
lightened,” back to nature philosophy can
mask our nakedness from ourselves. We
need to be covered.

| heard a“ Christian” self-help teach-
ing that said that if we have the positive
sdlf-imagethat we ought, wewill beable
to stand naked in front of a full length
mirror and say to ourselves, “I am the
most beautiful person in the world.” It
will never work! We cannot achievethe
lack of self-consciousnessthat Adamand
Eve had before the fall by lying to our-
selves. We need to be clothed and we
know it. Spiritually we need the clothing
God provides which involves the shed-
ding of blood, asdid the clothing He pro-
vided Adam and Eve. Trying to act asif
the Fall never happened is like trying to
push toothpaste back into a tube.

Fear and Alienation

Genesis 3:8-10 describes the next
result of transgressing the law of God:
“And they heard the sound of the Lord
God walking in the garden in the cool of
the day, and the man and his wife hid
themsealvesfrom the presence of the Lord
God among the trees of the garden. Then
the Lord God called to the man, and said
to him, "Where areyou? And he said, |
heard the sound of Thee in the garden,
and | was afraid because | was naked; so
| hid mysdlf.” There was an obvious,
immediate break in their relationship
with God. They became separated from
God and afraid of His presence. Their
rel ationshi p with each other and God was
changed radically. Self became a prob-
lem because it was alienated and afraid.

Alienation and fear are necessary
side-effects of spiritua death. God did
not lie when He said they would die on
the day that they ate of the tree of the
knowledge of good and evil. The rela-
tionship with God and each other that
was the greatest blessing of the origina
creation was now broken. The autono-
mous sdlf that the serpent implied would

be better off wasleft tofill thevoid. This
sdlf actually became a horrible burden.
Theindependent self hasmany wantsand
needs but cannot find satisfaction. It
craves relationship but always ruins
relationships because its own desires
always take precedent over those of
others. This destroys relationships, fur-
thersthe sense of alienation, deepensthe
needs and cravings, and thereby drives
the salf in waysthat only make the prob-
lem worse.

Except for a supernatural solution
from God, the situation is hopeless.
Satan and the world offer false solutions
that do not require submission to God;
but involve seeking self-fulfillment in
this life through the lust of the eyes, the
lust of the flesh and the pride of life
(1John 2:16 - compare Genesis 3:6).
The offer of Satan (see his temptation of
Jesusin Luke 4:1-13) isfor sdlf to seek
fulfillment through theindependent seek-
ing of itsown self-perceived welfare that
began the problem in the Garden of
Eden.

Only arenewed relationship with God
can give usthe freedom from the cursed,
selfish desires that always drive us but
never fulfill us. Reformation of theself is
insufficient because superficial changes
can only mask the underlying motiva
tional and relational problems. Relation-
ship with God is restored through a
death, Christ's death on the cross and our
faith in Christ that makes His crucifixion
our crucifixion. “Knowing this, that our
old salf was crucified with Him, that our
body of sin might be done away with,
that we should no longer be davesto sin;
for he who has died is freed from sin”
(Romans 6:6,7).

The"old self” isof thetypethat Adam
and Eve had after the fall. Without the
cross, there is no remedy for the self-
ruling and self-seeking motivations that
plague humans. The nature of the inde-
pendent, autonomous self does not
change. Teaching people to love and
esteemn it might make them fedl alittle
better about the situation, but it cannot
change the nature of the problem. This
sdf that we try to feel good about is
alienated and afraid because of sin, not
because of a lack of the proper “sdlf-
talk.”

Self-justification

And He said, “ Who told you that you
were naked? Have you eaten from
the tree of which | commanded you
not to eat?” And the man said, “ The
woman whom Thou gavest to be with
me, she gave me fromthetree, and |
ate.” Then the Lord God said to the
woman, “What is this you have
done?” And the woman said, “ The
serpent deceived me, and | ate.”

(Genesis 3:11-13)

Another effect of rebellion against God
wassdlf-justification. Theman refused to
take responsibility for his action and
blamed God and his wife. The woman
blamed the serpent. Another aspect of the
sdlf that is universaly present in falen
man is that we would like to find an
“out,” ameansto shift the blame for our
own failures. This desire for self-justifi-
cation probably explains the popularity
of the numerous deterministic theories
and philosophies. Whatever is wrong
with us, something, some force, some
cosmic mechanism, some person, any-
thing but our own willfully chosen ac-
tions, are responsible for whatever is
wrong.

Jesus said that the Holy Spirit would
convict the world of sin (John 16:8). It
is necessary for the third person of the
trinity to convict of sin because we will
not of our own accord acknowledge sin
to be what it is and voluntarily accept
God's solution for it. God must act upon
us to cause us even to acknowledge our
guilt, sin and need for redemption. Man-
madereligionscontrivesystemsof salva
tion by works because God's gracious
plan of salvation istoo unflattering to us.
The tendency to sdf-justification and
self-help (thefig leaf approach - Genesis
3:7) is universal. “Whatever is wrong
with me, | did not cause it, but | surely
amgoing tofix it” isthe prevailing opin-
ion of humankind. God says that we
caused and only He can fix it.

Hopein the Midst of a Curse



Theresults of Adam and Eve'ssin and
subsequent responses are the curses
pronounced in Genesis 3:14-19. These
curses involved their relationship to one
another and creation. | recently heard an
interesting explanation of the curse upon
the woman. Eve led her husband into sin
and then she was married to a sinner.
The relationship between wife and hus-
band that had been a blessing became a
source of difficulty and conflict.

The relationship of Adam with the
non-human creation that had been good
and blessed became for him a source of
pain and sorrow. Tilling and keeping the
ground became swest, toil, and thorns.
Rather than freely eating of the God-
created treesthat were good for food and
pleasant to the sight, including the tree of
life (Genesis 2:9), he was driven from
the garden and the tree of life and forced
work in an unfavorable environment
facing death, and separated from the life
of God (Genesis 3:22-24). All of their
relationships. with God, other created
beings, inanimate creation, each other,
and their own selves

Self-esteem in Light of the Fall

As we hope for the final consumma:
tion of this purpose, we till have to deal
with a fruit of the Fall, the “old salf” as
Paul callsit. Thisisthe autonomous self,
always desiring and never fully achiev-
ingitsover-archinggoal, self-fulfillment
in thislife without submission to God.
Modern teaching offers self-esteem and
sdlf-loveasitsinadequate solutionto this
problem. If we just would feel better
about ourselves, we would become moti-
vated to be good citizens, loving parents,
husband, wives, brothers or sisters, and
productive Christians. According to
Genesis and the Biblical record that
follows, humansin fact do not have good
reason to feel good about themselves.
Rather than view themselves in too bad
of alight, they like Adam and Eve blame
God and others while hiding their own
responsibility. After al, self-exaltation
(“you shal be like God”) was the hook
that lured them into their new, autono-

had been negatively
influenced by their at-
tempt at ascendancy to
godhood.

your seed and her seed;

He shdll bruise you on the head, And you
shall bruise him on the heel” (Genesis
3:15). This message to the serpent fore-
shadows the Redeemer who would come
from the seed of the woman. It has been
said that the Bible is an elaboration of
the theme of Messianic salvation, first
reveadled in thisverse.

Mankind was created in God's image
for a good and blessed purpose, cursed
because of sin, promised redemption
through a Redeemer who is born of
promise through the seed of Eve, and
ultimately a chosen remnant of humans
receives deliverance from the groaning
and sorrow that has characterized life
since the Fall. Those who are in Christ
are delivered from the desth that was
theirsin Adam (see Romans5).

mous state. It is not surprising that this
motivation lies not too deeply beneath
the surface of everything humans do.

It is shocking that sincere Christians
suggest that the solution is to throw gas
on the fire by esteeming and loving this
“self” that wasborn in its present state at
the Fall. It seems inexplicable that not
only does the self-esteem doctrine re-
celve promotion from some powerful
Evangelical leaders, but has ascended to
the status of the majority report. Some-
how, ateaching that isfound nowherein
Scripture, is at odds with what is taught
from Genesis to Reveation, and is
manifestly dangerous because it pro-
motesthe very problem that is at the root
of the sin nature has converted most of a
generation of Christians.

There are many arguments and coun-
ter arguments about this issue to be ex-
plored. There are many Scriptures that
bear particularly upon the doctrine of
self-esteem we have not yet considered.
Next month we will look at the specifics
of the modern debate, keeping in mind
the basic concepts that we have exam-
ined in this study of the self in the first
chapters of Genesis.

From beginning to end, the Bible sees
humans as proneto think highly of them-
selves and to ignore their wretched con-
dition. The book of Revelation concludes
what Genesis begins. In it we read,
“Because you say, | am rich, and have
become wedlthy, and have need of noth-
ing," and you do not know that you are
wretched and miserable and poor and
blind and naked, | advise you to buy
from Me gold refined by fire, that you
may become rich, and white garments,
that you may clothe yoursalf, and that the
shame of your nakedness may not be
revealed. . .” (Revelation 3:17,18a).
Only God can cover the shame of our
nakedness. True riches come from God,
not one's positive self concept.
